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Determinants and Recognition of Problem—oriented Teaching
Method: A Case Study of Resources and Environmental Economics

Abstract Problem-oriented teaching method is widely used in managerial disciplines of higher education, but its
teaching effect depends on students' acceptance level on the teaching method to a large extent. This paper takes the
course of Resources and Environmental Economics as an example, and employs the economical analysis techniques
and student-level data to explore the extent to which students recognize the problem-oriented teaching method and
its determinants. We found that 1 only 70% students favored problem-oriented teaching method; 2 students
caring more about the analysis of practical questions are more likely to accept problem-oriented teaching method.
Policy implication indicates that combing problem-oriented teaching method with traditional teaching method can
improve overall teaching effects.
